Festival of Music

Solo and Ensemble Rules for the 2010 Festival

1. All entry forms should be typed (or printed very clearly).

2. Each solo and ensemble must have an entry form.  Each Director/Private Instructor must return their entry forms and fee form with one check. Individual student/parent checks will not be accepted and will be returned as invalid.

3. Requests for a specific performance time (A.M. or P.M.) will be limited to five (5) per school and MUST be requested on the entry form when submitted.

4. No changes in performance times will be made after the entry form is submitted. In the event of a conflict with other school activities such as a science fair, an athletic event, a spelling bee, etc., students will have to choose in which event they will participate.

5. Switching performance times within your own school groups is not allowed. Students will be disqualified from the competition if this rule is violated.

6. Additions to the contest schedule will not be made after the book is in print. Directors must be absolutely sure to include all entries when the entry forms are submitted.

7. Directors MAY NOT substitute a new entry in place of a cancellation.

8. Entry fees will not be refunded for cancellations reported after the entry form is submitted.

9. Directors and private teachers must attend on the day of the Festival to assist in the supervision of the students.

10. Students must provide an ORIGINAL of the solo or ensemble score for the adjudicator. Photocopies of a solo or score are illegal and will not be accepted.  Measures must be numbered. Failure to meet these requirements will result in the lowering of the final rating one level. A COPY MACHINE WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE ON THE DAY OF THE FESTIVAL.
11. Solo and ensemble performances must not exceed six minutes.

12. Vocal students may sing two selections provided they are no longer than the six minute performance time.

13. No penalty shall be assessed for lack of an accompaniment. However, if the accompaniment is an integral part of the solo the judge may take this into consideration in the final rating.
14. Music does not need to be memorized.

15. If you are submitting more than one entry of a specific type of ensemble, each entry may be numbered. Example:  Flute Duet #1; Flute Duet #2; Flute Duet #3, etc.
16. Results MUST be picked up by instructor prior to end of Festival Day. Results WILL NOT be mailed. There will be no exceptions.
